COMMISSION ON EDUCATION
Oct. 20, 2007 
KAATSKILL MOUNTAIN CLUB, HUNTER, NY

Dr. Vincent called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.  Attendees introduced themselves.  Dr. Vincent asked for review and approval of the July 21, 2007 minutes.  Dr. Keber approved and Dr. Landanno seconded.

1. CogniMed, Inc. Educational Program – “Emerging Management Strategies to Optimize Outcomes in Patients with Type 2 Diabetes”,  September 8, 2007: Dr.Vincent gave a report on the program to the commission. Dr. Vincent thanked Dr Jim Greenwald for all his work in putting the conference together along with Dr. Ramalingam, Vito Grasso and Dr. Vincent.  Drs. Landanno and Keber attended the meeting and gave very positive feedback. It was noted that there was no strong pharmaceutical influence. Those that attended were mostly family docs, a handful of residents, no students.  It was suggested that the WW commission consider looking at the program and consider it as a possible track for a future WW.  The commission discussed how the treatment of diabetes is changing and that family docs have a hard time understanding diabetes, since there are multiple therapies.  The commission felt this program was a good model for all primary care docs.  It was a good format, with good teaching.  NYSAFP had control of the contact, the location, the speakers, and the topics.  
The commission wants all future educational programs to strive for and encourage EBM CME programs, to consider small group learning with breakout sessions with case studies and hands on interaction.  
Motion – If the NYSAFP collaborates with educational entities, pharmaceutical funded mso’s, the education committee should review the program and have total control over the content, the speakers, the topics and the location.

2. Winter Weekend: 

A breakfast meeting was held prior to the commission meeting to discuss the program.  Those in attendance were  Jun David (Chair of the WW), Clem Landanno, Miriam Vincent, Renee Rodriguez-Goodmote, Avinash Bachwani, Vito Grasso, George Dunn, Ron Rouse, Pat Poklemba.   
The commission reviewed the topics and speakers selected for the January 24 – 27, 2008 conference in Lake Placid.  
Student and Resident attendance is an issue and the commission discussed ways to have more students and residents from around the state to attend.  It was suggested that the NYSAFP staff contact local chapters around the state and ask for some financial assistance to support a few students/residents.  
The commission discussed the financials from the 2007 conference and the 2 prior years.  It was noted that there were no educational grants in 2007 compared to 2006 and 2005.  It was also noted that financial support from pharmaceutical companies was down in 2007.  The commission discussed the possibility of working with Cogni Med or Prime Ed to support a future meeting, or at least one track.  The commission felt this might boost the attendance.    The committee should consider doing specific track in the morning that could coincide with a SAMs in the afternoon.  
There was discussion regarding moving the Winter Weekend from Lake Placid to the Catskills, where this cluster meeting is being held. Dr. Vincent, Dr. Landanno and Vito Grosso spoke with Kaatskill Mtn Club and they are not able at this time to accommodate us but they are looking into the future and they will get back to us.

Motion – The education commission would like the Winter Weekend Committee to look at support from CogniMed or Prime Care for future meetings as well as alternative funding for future WW.  A meeting should be planned at the 2007 WW to have this discussion. 
Motion – The NYSAFP staff should contact local county chapters around the state that are active and request financial assistance to support residents and students attending the WW.

3. Awards:  The commission selected subcommittees to review the applications for the various awards :

High School Scholarship:  Barbara Keber, Tobe Moman, Gene Bailey, Alla Akivis, Miriam Vincent.
Thomas Johnson Award: The entire commission must approve the selection.  The criteria will be sent out to all commission members. Possible initial candidates suggested: Tom Rosenthal, Denis Chagnon, Jim Greenwald. Please think of others.
4. ALSO Update:

a. Instructor Courses update – Kennebunkport, Maine – The course had 24 registrants, including 3 Japanese OBGYN.  This program is being done regionally throughout the country.  It is a case based, ebm cme, adult learning program.  
b. Provider Courses – There are 4 Provider Courses being planned for 2008, 2 upstate and 2 downstate.
5. IPRO Education Project – “Decreasing Anticholinergic Drugs in the Elderly” This agenda item is tabled until the next meeting, since Dr. Morrow was unable to attend this meeting.
6. The CMETIPS Program:  The commission reviewed the program based on the criteria discussed earlier and felt it did not meet the education commission criteria for CME and therefore will not endorse the program.
7. 2008 Calendar – The commission reviewed the 2008 calendar. After some discussion regarding the Oct. meeting, that schedule is to be held in conjunction with the Regional Family Medicine Conference; the commission felt the cluster and conference should not be on the same weekend.  The commission felt this would compromise the getting together of all commission members, causing loss of collaboration.  The cluster meetings are important, and members are taking time out to make important decisions. 

Motion – The board needs to review the dates and re-scheduling the fall cluster meeting.
