Notes from the 10/06/09 Education Fall Commission Conference Call

1. Minutes from the 8/8/09 Summer Education Commission meeting were approved. 

2. The Regional Family Medicine Conference was held on 9/12/09 in Saratoga Springs. Attendance was approximately 124 people. The profit to date is approximately $12,117. RFMC 2010 will be held in Albany, the venue should be decided within the next several months. If local chapter continue to not be involved there will be no profit sharing in the future. If local chapters are actively involved profit sharing will continue.  
A Downstate Family Medicine Conference is tentatively scheduled for April 2010. Education Committee members will contact local (downstate) chapters to determine the needs and wants for a downstate conference. Downstate physicians may not have interest in a pharma-supported conference; this and other funding sources should be explored. Members will report chapter findings to Kelly by October 20th. If there is interest, a conference call will be schedule to discuss logistics, committee members, chapter involvement and profit sharing policies. There is concern regarding the cost of a DFMC venue, less expensive options include hospitals, libraries, and museums. 
3. Winter Weekend will be held January 28 – 31 at the High Peaks Resort in Lake Placid. There are 32 lectures scheduled, 4 SAM Workshops and a Diabetes Practice Improvement workshop. Currently the budget does not include subsidies for students and residents. The Education Committee expressed the importance of keeping students and residents actively involved. Suggestions regarding funding sources included asking the Albany local chapter to help sponsor students (using monies received from RFMC) and funding a smaller percentage for students. The student subsidy issue will be discussed at the Fall Board meeting in November.  
4. A faculty registry is being developed for SAM Workshops. A blast email was sent to all NYSAFP members to recruit faculty. Additional outreach will be done at medical schools and residency programs. Dr. Douglas and Dr. Williams will recruit department chairs at the medical schools and program directors in NY. An honorarium of 20% of 
tuition collected and expenses will be offered to SAM Workshop facilitators. Kelly will collect contacts of all interested faculty.  
5. There is a NESTFM meeting in November. Dr. Roth will update the committee after the meeting. 
6. An average of 5 ASLO Provider courses and 1 - 2 ALSO Instructor courses are given in New York State each year. An instructor course is currently being planned for spring 2010 in Albany, NY. There are concerns regarding the cost of ALSO courses for residency programs. 
Submitted to the Board: WW student and resident funding to be reconsidered by the board. Importance of keeping the students and residents involved and active may be problematic if no funding is available. 
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
