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Minutes of August 2, 2008

The NYSAFP resolution regarding amendment of the AAFP Bylaws to allow pre-med students to become members was approved. Vito explained that the resolution was referred to the AAFP Bylaws Committee which may develop an amendment or decide to recommend against making the change in student membership criteria contemplated in the resolution.
An article by Dr. Ebarb regarding unpaid work in practices was published in the October newsletter. He explained how the concept for the article developed.
The speaker and Dr. Iroku-Malize have been advised that the Commission recommends that a program for chief residents be included at the 2009 COD (June 19-20 @ the Desmond)
There was some discussion regarding how the bylaws amendment regarding student membership might be handled at the 2009 AAFP COD.
Vito explained the scope of jurisdiction and responsibility of the Commission. Dr. Dunn expanded this discussion to include the benefits of participation on a commission. He emphasized the value of networking and exposure to physicians in practice. 
Dr. Ebarb briefly outlined the content of his newsletter article regarding administrative hassles encountered in practice. Vito reported on meetings with Senator Klein regarding expanding his investigation into the restrictive effect on access to care experienced by patients whose plans use drug formularies. He also reported on a an upcoming meeting with Tim Clune of the Attorney General’s office.
IMG Recruitment

Vito is working with staff of the AAFP Membership Division on a program to recruit non-member IMG’s as members. The program was offered to states with large numbers of non-member IMG’s identified (NY, CA, IL, MI, FL, TX).

Dr. Dunn recommended ascertaining whether there are professional societies for physicians from other countries such as the Philippine-American Society of Family Physicians.

Dr. Ebarb is Membership’s delegate to the Strategic Planning Committee which will meet this afternoon. He reported that he had a conversation with John Lutz who will facilitate the strategic planning session this afternoon.
Old Business

· Facebook page – Dr. Nosal

Dr. Nosal and Dr. Jenkins have established a page and are working on refinements. The AAFP and CAFP both have Facebook pages. We can establish a link to the Facebook page on the Academy web site. Dr. Nosal demonstrated how to use the page she and Dr. Jenkins have developed. We will ask all board members to become “friends” so that they can use the page and provide feedback on the page and how to use it. Vito will email members of the Commission with instructions regarding how they can become a member of the Facebook page Drs. Nosal and Jenkins have established.
· Request for report from MSSNY regarding issues reported to their hassle factor line – Dr. Nosal

Dr. Nosal circulated a draft of her letter. We discussed adding a request for a summary of information received and how to promote the Hassle Factor Form to Academy members.
· Development of a medical home program for COD Town Hall Meeting – Drs. Dunn, Josefski & Nosal

Dr. Josefski explained Dr. Bagley’s role with the AAFP in promoting the medical home model. There was discussion regarding construction of the panel. Dr. Bagley will be invited. We also discussed inviting someone from TransforMed and someone familiar with NCQA recognition as a PCMH.
