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The meeting was called to order at 8:10 a.m. by Board Chair Sarah Nosal, MD.

1. Review Minutes of August 8, 2010 meeting

The minutes were accepted as recorded.
2. Financial Report

Mr. Grasso reported on the Manning & Napier account in his EVP report.
Dr. Morrow summarized the reports that had been distributed prior to the meeting. He noted that we continue to have a slight operating surplus. Our experience has been that we have a operating deficit by the end of the 3rd quarter. This year, therefore, has been an exception to that experience. Mr. Grasso reported he has been informed that we are likely to receive a $25,000 grant from Northfield Bank Foundation for an autism project that would involve creation of an educational program to inform physicians regarding the OMRDD autism clinic in Staten Island. Dr. Ostrander advised that he has done some work in autism and would like to be involved if the grant is awarded and a program undertaken.
3. President’s Report:

Dr. Greenwald presented his report. Since it had been distributed prior to the meeting, he highlighted some items. He said he enjoyed his experience at the AAFP Congress and was proud of Dr. David and the campaign he conducted for the AAFP board. He said NY was very well represented by our delegation, by testimony provided at reference committees by NY members and by the many NY members who attended the hospitality suite to support Dr. David’s candidacy.
He acknowledged and thanked Dr. Kaplan for presenting our 2011 legislative priorities to the MSSNY legislative committee. He said it is clear to him that we have a good relationship with MSSNY and that MSSNY can benefit from our association.

He also commented on the child & adolescent psychology training project and asked that someone volunteer to participate in the project advisory committee. Dr. Wetterau indicated an interest.

Dr. Greenwald acknowledge the presence of student and resident representatives and a

Carol and I truly enjoyed hosting the summer cluster meeting in Syracuse. I will summarize my activities by Subheading:

Advocacy:  

· I received several invitations to meet Assembly and Senate candidates.  If I cannot attend these, I will contact PAC donors, Board, or Advocacy Commission members to represent us.

· There was some concern expressed by members about the wording of the HIV testing amendment to Section 2781 of the NYS Public Health law that we supported. While we went into this process seeking to allow testing of members who received an exposure to body fluids during their work.  In the process, we got that as well as a mandate that testing be offered to all patients age 13 to 64.  

Required offering of HIV related testing. 1. Every individual between the ages of thirteen and sixty-four years (or younger or older if there is evidence or indication of risk activity) who receives health services as an inpatient or in the emergency department of a general hospital defined in subdivision ten of section twenty-eight hundred one of this chapter or who receives primary care services in an outpatient department of such hospital or in a diagnostic and treatment center licensed under article twenty-eight of this chapter or from a physician, physician assistant, nurse practitioner, or midwife providing primary care shall be offered an HIV related test unless the health care  practitioner providing such services reasonably believes that (a) the individual is being treated for a life threatening emergency; or (b) the individual has previously been offered or has been the subject of an HIV related test (except that a test shall be offered if otherwise indicated); or (c) the individual lacks capacity to consent to an HIV  related test.

There was no description of penalties for non-compliance. In response, Vito and Marcy drafted a letter under my signature to Commissioner Daines requesting that the emphasis be on encouraging testing rather than punishing non-testing.  Marcy set up a meeting with Associate Commissioner O’Connell and Dr. Carrascal, Director for HIV Care in the DOH’s AIDS Institute. The meeting was attended in person by Dr Price, Vito and Marcy and electronically by Dr Kaplan and myself.  Vito also requested that Dr. Carrascal help us prepare an educational programs for practicing members or those in training.  We were heard and I believe we can reassure our members as we move forward. 

· We were invited to supply input to the MSSNY Legislative Committee in drafting their Advocacy Agenda for 2010.  I appointed the Chair of Advocacy Dr. Price and myself.  Dr. Kaplan will, a district MSSNY representative, represented us very ably on the first meeting September 29 during the Denver COD.

· Leah McCormack, President of  MSSNY has been invited along with 37 other organizations to send a representative to Governor Patterson’s proposed Health Care Reform Advisory Committee.  Dr Rob Hughes will represent MSSNY.  Dr McCormack has asked us to provide representation to a work group to support Dr Hughes.  I assigned this to the Advocacy Commission and Board to identify a candidate this weekend.

· At the Congress of Delegates, I gave testimony to the Reference Committee on Education at Denver on encouraging the AAMC to strongly recommend that medical schools have Family Medicine tracks.  This measure was accepted in with revisions. I attended the annual meeting of Chapter Presidents and Presidents Elect along with Neal Nepola.  One particularly interesting ideas was presented by the New Jersey Chapter.  An educational project to teach docs PCMH was funded by Horizon Blue Cross Blue Shield Healthcare.  They enrolled 35 practices. Offered a follow up study cost savings study of 5000 diabetics.  33 of the 35 practices finished.  Those who complete the training will receive a $15 per member monthly benefit plus cost sharing.  In response, Horizon has spun off a for-profit company to teach PCMH based on this 4-5 month training program.  

· I issued my PAC challenge and to date all but 6 of the 24 members of the board have donate to NYSAFP PAC.  I participated in a PAC board meeting on-line and have helped distribute funds to several NYS candidates who are our friends.

Public Health:

· I reviewed the testimony provided by Dr. Klepack and our Public Health Commission on the Marcellus Shale Drilling.

Member Services & Education:  

· I met with two of the psychiatrists in Syracuse who are conducting the Child and Adolescent Psychology-Primary Care (CAP-PC) training sessions.  I passed on my concerns about the length of the training and appointed myself to their planning committee. We are discussing the inclusion of a presentation on Saturday at Winter Weekend.

· Transform subgroup.  Bob Morrow and I have met over the phone a few times to discuss obtaining grant funding for PCMH training and HIT practice transformation by smaller practices.

· I attended the WW Band teleconference and will be participating with about 10 other members.

· I wrote monthly articles for the newsletter and published excerpts from two in New York Physician.

Excellence in Organization

· Recruited an Upstate student representative Geoffrey Ostrander.

· I review biweekly reports to the treasurer.

My plans for the upcoming month include continuing monthly executive committee meetings, discussion of long range planning with the incoming president Dr. Nepola, attending the Max Cheplove dinner for the Erie County Chapter, continuing my monthly columns, and visiting some upstate residency programs.

4. EVP Report:
Website

Our new website has been launched. We are working on separate sites for the Foundation and the PAC.

Winter Weekend

We are beginning to receive commitments of financial support for the resident & student programs at the 2011 WW from county chapters. Suffolk County has committed $700.

AAFP COD

We had a large contingent present in Denver for the AAFP Congress. Unfortunately, Jun did not win his election. He lost by only one vote. He did, however, do an excellent job, delivered an outstanding speech and gave thorough and articulate responses to questions raised at the candidates’ forum. I am proud of the effort he made to prepare himself and of the image he projected throughout the campaign.

Governor’s Health Care Reform Advisory Committee

MSSNY has a seat on the 37-member committee and has asked us to designate a FP to serve on a committee to advise their representative (Dr. Robert Hughes). 

Insurance

I am meeting with our insurance broker on 10/18 to review our various insurance contracts. The broker, Rose & Kiernan, has just retained a healthcare specialist who will join us for the meeting to discuss products we might want to make available to our members and to assess malpractice options for us. 


Prior Authorization Study


Our Foundation awarded a grant to John Epling, MD, and the SALT Network (Studying, Acting, and Learning Teaching) in Central NY for a study to determine the impact of prior authorization requirements on primary care practices within the SALT network. SALT is a practice based research network. The project is underway. The original plan was to recruit four practices to participate in the study. Nine have actually volunteered. The goal is to estimate the amount of time required to satisfy PA requirements and the cost of doing so. The survey has been distributed and data is currently being collected. John hopes to have a report by the end of the year. He has also submitted a work in progress submission poster to the North American Primary Care Research Group for their meeting in Seattle this November.


Resident Dues


The AAFP has advised chapters of a revised schedule and plan regarding the dues reduction program for residents who graduate in 2011 and transition to active membership. Attached to that update were reports on the program graduation levels and retention rate. In 2008, NY residency programs graduated 103 residents and retained 41.7% in practice in NY. Our largest out-migration was to CA, FL and TX with each attracting 7 NY residents. We graduated 109 residents in 2009. Eleven went to FL and 9 to MA. I also received a report which shows retention rates by program for 2006-2008. The rates vary dramatically from year-to-year. For example:

Mr. Grasso said he has the full reports which show graduation and retention rates by program if anyone would like them.

5. AAFP Delegate’s Report

Dr. David reported on the action taken by the AAFP Congress on NY resolutions. Action taken on NY resolutions:

303 (NYSAFP 10-13 NCSC Board Seat): not adopted.

209 (NYSAFP 10-14 Consumer Alliance with the Coca Cola Company): adopted.

217 (late resolution  regarding sale of email addresses): amended resolution adopted which precludes implementation of the policy until the opt-out provision is changed to an opt-in policy so that members would have to agree in advance to having their email address sold.

404 (NYSAFP 10-11 Commemorative Anti-Smoking Stamp): amended resolution adopted which resolved that the AFP work with other organizations to support a 50th anniversary stamp to recognize the 1964 Surgeon General report on the effects of smoking.

505 (NYSAFP 10-6 NHSC Scholarships): a substitute resolution was adopted which resolved that the AFP advocate for more scholarships for students who commit to primary care and greater emphasis on NHSC loan repayment programs.

507 (NYSAFP 10-5 Increased Training for PA’s & NP’s Who Practice Independently): the first two resolved clauses were reaffirmed as existing policy and the third clause was referred to the board

Dr. David explained that the email address issue came up very late and that the resolution developed by NY was vetted by the executive committee before the delegates committed to introducing it.

He also summarized his campaign experience and thanked the board & staff for all the support he received from NY. He has decided to run again in 2011. Dr. LaBarbera made a motion to support Dr. David’s campaign and to increase the campaign budget to $15,000 for 2011. Dr. Nepola seconded the motion. Dr. Merritt recommended that we allocate $10,000/year in each of the next three years for leadership development for our president-elect to better prepare that person to make public presentations and to represent the Academy. He also said that funding would be used to support a campaign. A motion to table the discussion until New Business was approved. 
6. MSSNY Delegate’s Report
Dr. Wetterau presented the report. He reported that he will likely be the representative of NYSAM to the MSSNY committee that will advise Dr. Hughes regarding the work of the Governor’s advisory committee on health care reform. He recommended that we bring a resolution to the MSSNY HOD to encourage that they have competitive elections for office and that they recruit candidates from throughout the state. He said MSSNY elections are generally controlled by the nominating committee and that they only nominate one candidate for each office. Dr. Kaplan seconded the motion that our delegates introduce this motion. The motion passed.

7. Resident’s Report 
Margarita Mosquera, MD, presented the report:
1. Statistics regarding IMGs residents who graduate and remain as members of the Academy were obtained. David Lloyd of the AAFP Membership Division sent us some important data.  In 2008 the conversion rate to new physician for IMG was 63%. By April 2010 there was a total of 530 residents members in NY; 306 (57%) were IMGs. A projection estimates that approximately 190 out of 306 IMG residents will remain as members of the Academy after graduation. 
 
One of the concerns is that IMGs tend to move out of the state after graduation in part due to the difficulty in obtaining a medical license. Dr. Mosquera said she would develop a resolution regarding this for the COD. 
 
We can improve the statistics working closely with the residency programs. We should conduct a survey to gather more information. The survey would focus on third year residents and follow them after graduation to determine how many plan to continue as active members. We could also use the survey to ascertain what factors might motivate them to continue membership beside the membership fees. 
  
2. Free Booth for the winter weekend meeting: Residents from the Ellis, Bronx-Lebanon and Kingston residency program are preparing a booth to promote creation of residency program chapters at the 2011 WW. They will also develop resolutions based on ideas proposed by the Leadership Commission in August 2010. The plan is to have ready drafts of the resolutions for the winter workshop.  The resolutions will be reviewed by the faculty of each program before the workshop. 

 

3. We want to improve communication among residents from different programs. The Regional Family Medicine Conference is a good way to keep in touch. One of the incentives to increase resident attendance was to reimburse the fee to local residents who attend the full conference.  Ellis residents will receive the benefit this year since the conference is held in Albany. 

 

4. We would also like to create a link in the AAFP website on the NYSAFP site for the residency program chapters as a way to improve communication among residents from different programs and update the membership link for residents about resident representatives for the 2010-2011 AAFP board of directors. 
 
Dr. Ostrander requested data on outmigration of NY residents to other states. He would like to ascertain what elements of practice and licensure in other states may be more attractive to NY residents than remaining in NY. Dr. Mumford described some difference that make other states more attractive including differences in licensure requirements for IMG’s and application fees. Dr. Krotowski recommended that we meet with staff of the State Board of Medicine in SED to discuss licensure requirements for residents in general and IMG’s in particular.

8. Student’s Report 

Glen Maas presented the report. He said he would like to see more FP’s involved in mentoring students. He discussed the website listing of mentors with Rebecca Bak and visited the site himself. He and Jeff Ostrander commented on the benefit of having educational programs at our conferences that are specifically designed for students incorporated into our educational conferences. Dr. Keber said she would be happy to have student recommendations for consideration by the Education Commssion. Dr. Perry recommended that the Academy market membership to students in off-shore medical schools.
9. Commission Reports:

a. Advocacy

Marcy Savage presented a summary of the political environment. She said it appeared that the gubernatorial race is tightening although it still appears that AG Cuomo has a comfortable lead. She believes that a budget will be in place by February. WR&M has a good working relationship with Mr. Cuomo and his leading policy advisor. It also appears that the Republicans may take back the Senate and Eric Schneiderman is leading in the AG race.

We have written to DOH regarding excluding FP’s from the CT Radiation letter recently distributed. The form specifically mentions pediatricians and we recommended that it be amended to stipulate “physician”.

Dr. Price requested guidance regarding our position on medical marijuana. Our present position is that it should be limited to patients eligible for hospice. This differs from the AMA position. He requested the board’s direction regarding whether we should change our position to endorse the AMA position. Dr. Wetterau noted that the AMA position excludes smoked marijuana. Our 2011 priorities do not include medical marijuana because our official position is in opposition to the Gottfried bill. MSSNY supports the bill because of their relationship with Assemblyman Gottfried. Dr. Kaplan recommended that we encourage MSSNY to withdraw their support and that we should not comment on the legislation. There was also sentiment expressed in favor of decriminalizing marijuana instead of treating use of marijuana as a medical issue. Dr. Kaplan made a motion that we worked toward MSSNY’s withdrawal of its approval and that we not comment on the legislation unless asked. The motion was approved.
Dr. Morrow requested an update on an e-prescribing issue; i.e. a NY law that requires that an e-prescription actually be made from the physician’s log-in and not from a staff person at the practice. Dr. Price responded that he had received additional information from DOH with supporting data and that he did not feel it would be beneficial for the Academy to raise this issue at this time.

b. Education

Dr. Keber reported that the downstate RFMC will be April 8, 2011 at Beth Israel in NYC. A call for topics has been issued. There will be a track on practice management and HIT. Dr. Nosal will send Dr. Keber the agenda and list of speakers from a meaningful use conference that was held last week at Beth Israel.

There were 98 registrants at yesterday’s RFMC. It appears that income will slightly exceed expenses. Dr. Price commented that the meeting was very well presented and thanked Kelly Madden for her work in executing the production plan. He noted that registration and sponsorship have declined in recent years. He expressed regret that the involvement of the Albany County Chapter in producing the conference has declined dramatically over the past three years. 
Jeffrey Ostrander commented that all the topics offered yesterday were certainly appropriate for students.
c. Leadership

Dr. Mumford reported. He did not have any action items.

Dr. David reported that the deadline for applications to serve on AAFP commissions is October 15th. He said there are approximately 25 vacancies. He encouraged members to apply.

d. Membership

Dr. Josefski reported that he did not have any action items. The town hall meeting for the 6/17-18 COD will feature a discussion on HIT. He requested recommendations from board members regarding speakers and technology vendors we could invite to exhibit at the Congress. We need to update the member benefits section of our website. Dr. Ostrander requested that we update the calendar and do better maintaining it. NY students and residents will attend the Hershey meeting of STFM in two weeks. Kelly reported that the student and resident stakeholders meeting which the AAFP had scheduled to occur in conjunction with the conference, has been cancelled.
e. Operations

Dr. Nepola reported that there were no action items. He asked if executive committee minutes could be distributed to past presidents. It was noted that minutes are posted on the website for all members to see.

f. Public Health

Dr. Ostrander reported and introduced Mr. Rouse who reviewed the Commission’s plan for addressing obesity issues and public policy regarding obesity. The plan focuses on consuming fewer calories rather than eating healthy, exercising and eating less. He said two areas of concentration will be reduced consumption of sugared beverages and menu disclosure of caloric content of meals. Dr. Ostrander said he hoped to get publicity around this initiative.
Mr. Rouse updated the board on single payer developments. The Commission does not support repeal of the Affordable Health Care Act. The Act includes provisions for state waivers that would allow a state to implement a single payer health care system.

Mr. Rouse also reported that the Commission discussed the imbalance between NHSC scholarships and NHSC loan forgiveness awards. NHSC officials have indicated that there will be more scholarships but the volume of scholarships will still lag significantly behind loan forgiveness awards.

Dr. Ostrander reported that the Association of Medical Schools in NY is interested in collaborating with us to seek funding to produce a conference regarding medical school admission policies and how to modify those policies to recruit more students into primary care. Dr. Ostrander made a motion that the Academy endorses the work he has done with the Association of Medical Schools in NY. The motion was seconded by Dr. Kaplan. Dr. Keber suggested that the Education Commission be included in the discussions with the Association. The motion was approved.
10. NYSAFP Strategic Plan

Dr. LaBarbera suggested that Operations consider adding cultivation and preparation of candidates for national office to the plan.

11. New Business

Dr. Merritt commented that he was very impressed with the quality of minutes prepared by commissions and distributed to the board.

Dr. Kaplan reported that attorney Laurie Cohen had presented an excellent summary of the new HIV testing law which she presented at a ACP meeting. He recommended that we obtain permission from ACP to post it on our website.

Dr. Kaplan also reported that AAP has sent solicitations to FP’s for products and services that are discounted for pediatricians but not for FP’s. He objects to paying full price for these items and recommended that we encourage the AAP to offer our members the same discount they offer to their members. No action was taken.
Dr. Iroku-Malize recommended that we advocate for a shorter period to obtain full licensure for residents rather than provisional licensure. Dr. Price responded that we will meet with the Board of Medicine and that he needs personal stories and statistics to reinforce the recommendations. Dr. Josefski recommended that we advocate for licensure when the program director certifies that the resident is in the 3rd year of their residency training. This would allow 3rd year residents to qualify for board certification during their 3rd year and before graduation. Dr. Ostrander noted the ABFM could change their requirement that a full license is required to qualify for the board exam.

Dr. Morrow requested a policy that would allow us to provide small financial grants to members who do work around transformational activities. There was discussion regarding how such a program would be administered. It was suggested that the idea be presented to the NYSAFP Foundation.
Dr. LaBarbera recommended that the meal reimbursement policy be amended to provide reimbursement of up to the amount of the three specific meal allowances as a daily ceiling rather than allow a maximum for each meal. The motion was seconded. The motion was defeated.
Dr. Krotowski recommended that we create a new board position for immediate past board chair. This would require amendment of the bylaws. Dr. Salzberg moved that the matter be referred to the Operations Commission for consideration by the bylaws committee. The motion was seconded and approved.
Dr. LaBarbera moved that $15,000 be added to the 2011-13 budgets for campaign expenses and leadership development for a candidate for election to an AAFP office. Dr. Merritt offered an amendment to replace Dr. LaBarbera’s motion with a motion to add an additional $10,000 to the 2010 budget and in perpetuity to all future budgets to support a campaign for national office including leadership training for the candidate. The intent is to roll over any unused funds allocated for this purpose from one year to the next which would create a potentially increasing pool of funds to support a future campaign. The substitute motion was approved by a vote of 10-9.
The meeting was adjourned at 12:40 p.m.

RESOLVED, that NYSAFP delegates to the AAFP Congress introduce a resolution to require the AAFP to establish a board seat for a special constituency member and to direct that the seat be filled annually by election of a member of NCSC, excluding a new physician member, at each annual meeting of NCSC.
