Old business:
1. Review and approve meeting minutes – Meeting minutes were approved.
2. Follow up on action items (1-4) from March 2011:
Action Item #1: Consolidate Fall 2011 conferences – possible conflict for two RFMC and ALSO instructor course in one month in October. We requested the Board make a decision regarding whether to proceed with both conferences. Result: There will be two RFMC’s in October –Rochester and Albany. ALSO IC will be October 20. The Education Commission will review registration numbers at the commission meeting on September 30. The commission will meet Friday evening 6 – 9 pm for a working dinner meeting.  
Action Item #2: Dr. Keber will draft a resolution for the committee to review and it will be presented at the June COD for consideration and discussion. Result: This was not submitted to COD. The full report is available via download from the IOM website at www.nap.edu. The committee would like to keep the resolution and Monty will ask Dr. Perry Pugno, Director of Division of Education for the AAFP, for comments to see if it is relevant and should be presented at the AAFP. There were no objections to move forward with this. 
Action Item #3 Near Miss Registry (NMR) is an online voluntary, confidential, anonymous reporting system. It collects the what, when and roles of individuals but not the identity. NYSAFP will support as long as it remains confidential and under health care law # 206. Result: As long as the information is protective under the NY Health Law, this is supported by the commission. 
Action Item #4: Will the committee want to meet via Skype? There was a discussion to meet via Skype. As long as people can still call in, Skype is a reasonable option. 
Kelly will collect different software options with various functionality / prices for the September meeting.

Any resident and student serving on a commission should be invited to serve on a conference planning committee.

a. Albany Regional Family Medicine Conference – October 15; the commission would like to push this meeting back into late August / early September for 2012. Kelly will prospect different venues for dates and prices.
b. Rochester Regional Family Medicine Conference – October 1; the commission meeting will be on Friday evening, September 30; there will be an option to call-in.
c. Downstate Regional Family Medicine Conference is tentatively scheduled for April 21, 2012. The downstate county chapters will be asked to bring representatives from their counties.  Monty will check to see if the atrium area at Beth Israel will be available for exhibitors. Tochi suggested the students and residents could attend lectures in the breakout rooms and the auditorium could be reserved for lectures for attendings.  Another suggestion is to in include practical workshop for the residents and students. All suggestions will go to the DRFMC committee who will begin work in September.
d. There is an ALSO Instructor Couse scheduled for October 20, in Danvers, MA; this is a preconference course to the FMEC. 
e. Winter Weekend 2012 will be January 26 – 29, it will include SAM workshops, preconference workshops, dinner, research forum and paneled discussions. Jason is working with Apple to determine whether we can offer iPads to guests, subsidized by vendors. Residents and students would be afforded an iPad only if they at least submit a paper for the research presentations. Dr. Back will continue to lead the research forum and will continue on the Winter Weekend committee.
4. A reimbursement policy for committee members and chairs was defined. Conference chairs will be reimbursed from the beginning of conference to the end, for hotel and mileage. They will also receive free registration; meals will be treated similar to conference guests. (For example, Winter Weekend, will be reimbursed from Wednesday night – Saturday night hotel, mileage, free registration, only meals that are not offered at the conference). Moderators will receive a stipend to be determined by each conference committee. The stipend can be applied to the registration fee.
Faculty will receive free registration; hotel and honoraria will be determined by each conference committee. Committee members, who are not actively doing anything, (ie: moderating or acting as faculty) will have to pay the registration fee. 
5. Bill Klepack would like to invite Dr. Hsiao, from Harvard, to present a lecture on the Single Payer Health Care system. The Education Commission would like the DRFMC committee to pursue this presentation instead of the Winter Weekend committee.
6. Jason presented that there is proposed federal legislation that would require additional training to prescribe opiates. The committee will review the attached article from the American Society of Interventional Pain Physicians and will make a decision on this legislation in September. 
7. GME funding threatened – this should be part of our Advocacy efforts. The Education Commission will speak with Marc Price regarding this issue. Monty will discuss with Dr. Perry Pugno for the latest on AAFP’s efforts on this. 
8. The Vice Dean at Sophie Davis, Dr. Kollisch, would like family medicine organizations and entities to work together in Manhattan to further family medicine interest.
9. Federal support for graduate medical education (GME) is threatened; and could lead to huge cuts in Indirect Medical Education (IME) payments from CMS. The AAFP has taken a strong stand on this. The commission needs to be aware of such threats and determine what can be done at the State level.  In the past, NYS has provided generous support for GME.  We could advocate that this support continue or is enhanced for family medicine residency programs to make up the anticipated shortfall in federal dollars. Monty will discuss with Dr. Perry Pugno. Anything that the Academy can support and improve the presence and importance of family education is imperative. Jun suggested forming a focus group of key people in the area to discuss this issue further. Jun would like to invite him to a cluster meeting. Monty will discuss with Larry Bauer, President of FMEC, Tochi and other contacts in the Manhattan area.
