Review of Minutes of September 22, 2010 Meeting

The minutes (attached) were approved as distributed.
Introductions

Vito introduced Mike Ryan who will present the 2010 audit and Karl Stewart who has been retained to develop & manage a sales and marketing program for the Academy.

There was discussion regarding ACO’s and ways in which the Academy could help members achieve PCMH status. Much of the discussion focused on how to generate revenue to support a program of assistance for members.

Audit

Mike Ryan presented the 2010 audit. There are no materials errors or accounting issues that would result in a qualified opinion. The only unresolved issue is the amount of our pension contribution which has not been made yet. Expenses were managed very well. 
Financial Report

We have $256,542 in operating revenue and $126,127 in expenses through 2/17/11 for a surplus of $130,416.

We have $8,000 in accounts receivable and $2,400.in accounts payable for a net balance of $5,600. 
As of 3/3/11, we had $1,056,726.05 in assets including $716,989.55 in our investment account with Manning & Napier. On February 16th our account balance substantially exceeded the $250,000 FDIC maximum for insurance protection, so we transferred $25,000 to our Manning & Napier account to bring our balance below the FDIC limit. This transfer and growth in account earnings since 2/1/11 have increased our Manning & Napier account balance to more than $700,000.
Calendar

We have expanded our educational agenda this year to include three RFMC’s. Our Albany area conference will be in the fall as usual. The planning committee is considering dates. The Rochester RFMC will be on October 1st and the Albany conference will be October 15th. A NYC RFMC is scheduled for April 9th at the Ambulatory Center at Beth Israel Hospital. The Rochester Chapter is planning a RFMC in conjunction with the FMRP and the Department of FM at the University of Rochester for either October 1st or October 22nd. We would like to schedule either a commission cluster or a board meeting to occur in conjunction with the Rochester RFMC. We normally have a cluster in the fall and we have not had a cluster or board meeting in WNY in many years. Scheduling a cluster or board meeting in conjunction with the Rochester RFMC would help enhance attendance at the RFMC and would expose our leadership to members in that area who are actively involved in the work of the Academy. Staff proposes that we use October 1st as the date for the Rochester RFMC and schedule a cluster for the Sunday thereafter. The board would meet on the Sunday after the Albany RFMC which will occur later in October.
The WW planning committee has also recommended that we schedule a board or cluster meeting to occur in conjunction with the 2012 WW. Staff recommends this and proposes to schedule the meeting(s) for Sunday morning during the WW. 
There was discussion regarding the value of maintaining the commission cluster at the summer meeting to allow new members to actually have a face to face meeting.

There was discussion regarding the additional expense of a fall cluster and fall board meeting in 2011. These meetings would also increase registration fees for the Rochester and Albany RFMC’s.

There was also discussion regarding holding a board meeting at the 2012 WW. Preference was for a Saturday board meeting.

There was a motion to have a commission cluster in conjunction with the Rochester RFMC on October 1st and to hold a board meeting in conjunction with the Albany RFMC on October 15th was approved.
There was a motion to have a board meeting in conjunction with the 2012 WW. The motion was approved.
Old Business

No old business was discussed.
New Business
The PHC has requested the following amendment to Chapter 10, Section 6 of the bylaws:

Current language

Section 6.   Commission on Public Health

This commission will advise the Board of Directors regarding public health matters including: immunization, infectious diseases, preventive services, public education and such other public health matters as may be brought to its attention.
It will deal with health care of the aged and access to medical care by aged patients, work with the Commission on Education to help family practice residencies develop and implement a geriatric curriculum, and will advise the Board of Directors on geriatric educational programs.

This commission will maintain dialogue on issues of medical ethics and develop policy and protocol and serve as a resource to the Academy and members on issues of medical ethics.

This commission shall address the special issues of urban and rural health care.
The PHC recommends addition of the following language:

“The mission of the Public Health Commission of the NYSAFP shall be to extend the reach, the delivery, and the effectiveness of public health within our society. More specifically the Commission, consistent with a balance between the rights of the individual and the needs of the community, will seek to identify gaps in the delivery of health care, recommend remedial action and promote a public health system and measures based on good science, common sense, practicality, and cost effectiveness."

There was discussion regarding whether the existing mission statement. A motion was made to preserve the first sentence in the existing mission statement up to the colon, delete everything else in the existing mission statement and add the language recommended by the PHC and included in the Operations agenda for today. That motion was approved.

The proposed bylaws amended, therefore, reads:

Section 6 of the bylaws is amended as follows:

The existing language is replaced by: 

This commission will advise the Board of Directors regarding public health matters. The mission of the Public Health Commission of the NYSAFP shall be to extend the reach, the delivery, and the effectiveness of public health within our society. More specifically the Commission, consistent with a balance between the rights of the individual and the needs of the community, will seek to identify gaps in the delivery of health care, recommend remedial action and promote a public health system and measures based on good science, common sense, practicality, and cost effectiveness.
Dr. Kaplan raised the issue of whether NP’s and PA’s should be invited to participate in the Academy’s meetings. The Commission approved a motion to allow NP’s and PA’s employed by Academy members to attend Academy conference at a discounted registration fee.
The Commission also agreed to recommend to the board that the Academy engage the associations representing NP’s and PA’s and elected officials regarding use of the collaborative agreement to educate and train NP’s and PA’s in a limited number of diagnostic and treatment areas that would allow them to achieve a credential to practice independently within the scope of additional training they received pursuant to the collaborative agreement.
