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Saturday, June 25, 2019
The Congress convened at 8:15 AM. Speaker, Dr. Andrew Symons announced the appointment of Dr. Heather Paladine as sergeant-at-arms. He recognized the presence of a quorum as stipulated by the secretary and opened the Congress. 
Delegates stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance the Flag of the United States of America.

The speaker proceeded to the second order of business, receipt of the reports of officers and commissions. He instructed the delegates that these reports were presented as a consent calendar and invited any delegate to extract any report for discussion. An extracted report would be assigned to a reference committee for discussion during that committee’s hearing. No reports were extracted, and the consent calendar of reports of officers and commissions was accepted upon unanimous approval of a motion made and seconded.
Dr. Symons explained that the record number of resolutions submitted this year required expansion in the amount of time reserved for testimony. One of the actions the speakers recommend addressing this issue is to limit testimony on resolutions which reiterate existing policy. Consequently, the speakers recommend that the reference committees not hear testimony on the following nine resolutions: 2, 3, 7, 8, 9, 13, 16, 27 and 30. There was discussion regarding the proposed special rule for this Congress. A vote to approve the proposed rule passed.
The speaker asked if anyone wanted to extract any of these nine resolutions. Resolutions 3, 27 and 30 were extracted.

The Congress convened at 8:30 a.m. on June 16th. Speaker Symons, MD presided. He recognized the presence of a quorum.
Dr. Symons introduced NYSAFP president Dr. Barbara Keber for her inaugural remarks. 
Dr. Keber introduced AAFP president Dr. John Cullen. Dr. Cullen presented an update on AAFP activities and developments with AAFP public policy priorities.

Dr. Symons explained that reference committees can affirm or reaffirm that a resolution addresses something that is already existing Academy policy. 

Dr. Symons reported that all officer and commission reports have been placed on a Consent Calendar. He asked if anyone wanted to extract any item from that Consent Calendar. No one extracted any reports from officers or commissions from the Consent Calendar. The Consent Calendar of officer and commission reports was approved by acclimation.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee considered Item 1 on the Consent Calendar, Resolution 19-02: 
SUBJECT:     “Inform Doctors of Formulary Alternatives When Requiring Prior Authorizations"
RESOLVED that the NYSAFP work with the State Insurance Commissioner and with members of the State Senate and Assembly to create legislation or regulation requiring that any communique to a prescribing physician which requires a prior authorization MUST also delineate all similar drugs which are on formulary and do not require a prior authorization, and be it further
RESOLVED that on the NYSAFP work with the State Insurance Commissioner and members of the State Senate and Assembly  to create legislation or regulation requiring that on any prior authorization communique, the specific drug names must be listed of the similar formulary medications. Referring a doctor to an online formulary so that they can search for the drug alternatives is insufficient and unacceptable.
The Committee determined that there is no State Insurance Commission. The correct reference is to the State Department of Financial Services.

The Committee also determined that there is little difference between the two RESOLVED clauses. The Committee recommends deleting the second RESOLVED clause and replacing reference to a State Insurance Commissioner with reference to the State Department of Financial Services.

The substitute resolution reads:

RESOLVED that the NYSAFP work with the State Insurance Commissioner and with members of the State Senate and Assembly to create legislation or regulation requiring that any communique to a prescribing physician which requires a prior authorization MUST also delineate all similar drugs which are on formulary and do not require a prior authorization, and be it further
RESOLVED that on the NYSAFP work with the State Insurance Commissioner and members of the State Senate and Assembly  to create legislation or regulation requiring that on any prior authorization communique, the specific drug names must be listed of the similar formulary medications. Referring a doctor to an online formulary so that they can search for the drug alternatives is insufficient and unacceptable.
RESOLVED that the NYSAFP work with the State Department of Financial Services and with members of the State Senate and Assembly to create legislation or regulation requiring that any communique to a prescribing physician which requires a prior authorization MUST also delineate all similar drugs which are on formulary and do not require a prior authorization. Referring the physician to an online formulary does not satisfy this requirement.
Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends ADOPTING SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION 19-02.

Dr. Strouse said the second RESOLVED clause was necessary to prevent plans from simply posting the formulary online and directing physicians to an online source to ascertain what products are available. He offered an amendment to add Referring the physician to an online formulary does not satisfy this requirement.
A motion to add Referring the physician to an online formulary does not satisfy this requirement to the RESOLVED clause was approved. The final resolution reads:

RESOLVED that the NYSAFP work with the State Department of Financial Services and with members of the State Senate and Assembly to create legislation or regulation requiring that any communique to a prescribing physician which requires a prior authorization MUST also delineate all similar drugs which are on formulary and do not require a prior authorization. Referring the physician to an online formulary does not satisfy this requirement.
The amended resolution 19-02 was adopted.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee considered Item 2 on the Consent Calendar, Resolution 19-03:
SUBJECT:    “Eliminate Prior Authorization for Generic Medications”
RESOLVED, that the NYSAFP work with the New York State Insurance Commissioner, the New York State Department of Health, and with New York State Legislators to eliminate the use of prior authorizations for prescriptions for any medications which are cost effective. This would include ALL low-cost generic medications, as well as branded medications which are cost effective, and be it further
RESOLVED, that the NYSAFP will advocate for a standardized prior authorization format and process to be used by all insurers who are licensed in New York State.

The author explained that pharmacy benefit managers determine which drugs are authorized and that physicians have no ability to influence such decisions. Prior authorization is increasingly applied to more and more drugs. Although not all generics are cheaper than brand name drugs, we should strive to reduce the amount of clinician time wasted on the prior authorization process by eliminating prior authorization for some drugs.

Testimony in opposition suggested that very little time is required to correct a prescription. Also, physicians are increasingly going to be responsible for the total cost of care for patients. 

The Committee determined that this resolution is consistent with existing AAFP and NYSAFP policy.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends that Resolution 19-03 be ADOPTED. Adopted pursuant to the Consent Calendar.

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates will bring  a resolution directing that Single Payer will be the preferred system of the AAFP in efforts for health care reform, and be it further
RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates seek co-sponsorship from other state delegations for a resolution directing that Single Payer be the preferred system of the AAFP in efforts for health care reform from other state delegations.
The resolution was conceived by the Single Payer Member Interest Group (MIG) of the AAFP. It is consistent with NYSAFP policy. This resolution is necessary to make single payer the preferred form of health care system reform of the AAFP. The AAFP has not aggressively promoted the single payer model in its national advocacy. 

Testimony in opposition suggested that a single payer system would vest too much power in the single payer. Inadequacies of Medicaid were cited as an example of deficits that could occur with a government run system.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends that Resolution 19-18 be ADOPTED. Adopted pursuant to the Consent Calendar.

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates bring a resolution directing that the AAFP will only support a system of health care in which coverage equates to access, and be it further
RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates seek co-sponsorship from other state delegations for a resolution directing that the AAFP will only support a system of health care in which coverage equates to access.
The Resolution was not discussed on the floor, so we do not have the opinion of the COD. The definitions in this resolution were not clear and we recommend that in the future this could be better defined and brought back to the COD in the future. 

Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends that Resolution 19-19 NOT be ADOPTED.

Dr. Strouse proposed an amendment to add to comprehensive healthcare including a medical home to each of the RESOLVED clauses. The amended resolution would read:

A motion to approve the amended resolution was defeated.

Dr. Ravi moved to reconsider the amended resolution. The motion carried.

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates bring a resolution directing that the AAFP produce one or more presentations on single payer health care and make these available on the AAFP website and/or in live presentations at NCCL, National Conference of Residents and Students and FMX.

Testimony in support noted that Res. 502 adopted by the 2018 AAFP COD authorized the AAFP to provide CME regarding single payer, but that all single payer proposals submitted to FMX were rejected. Also, the resolution would not mandate single payer presentations. It would only authorize approval.

Testimony in opposition was that this resolution is unnecessary because committees to plan AAFP educational programs are authorized to select any topics for programs.

The Committee consulted Resolution 502 which was passed by the 2018 AAFP COD regarding this matter. That resolution provides that the AAFP will include data and conclusions of Board Report F to the 2017 AAFP COD in evidenced based educational programs, CME and stage presentations at AAFP meetings.

The Committee recommends deletion of the second RESOLVED because it reflects existing policy and modification of the first RESOLVED clause. The amended resolution reads:

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates bring a resolution directing that the AAFP will add the CME category: "Health Care Systems, Health Care Economics, and Health Care Policy" to enable execution of policy as reflected in Resolution 502 adopted by the AAFP COD in 2018.

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) delegation to the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP) Congress of Delegates bring a resolution directing that the AAFP produce one or more presentations on single payer health care and make these available on the AAFP website and/or in live presentations at NCCL, National Conference of Residents and Students and FMX.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends that Resolution 19–21  ADOPTING RESOLUTION 19-21 as AMMENDED. Adopted pursuant to the Consent Calendar.

Testimony in support recognized that collective bargaining is a fair and reasonable component of capitalism. It was also suggested that collective bargaining would improve the ability of physicians to influence improvements in health care regardless of whether comprehensive reform of the current health care system is achieved. It was also noted that nurses and other provider groups that are unionized have been effective in achieving benefits for their members.

There was no testimony in opposition.

The committee recommends changing the word “advocate” to “support” in the first and second resolution and the word “endorse” to “support” in the third resolution.

RESOLVED that New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) support advocate for legislation that allows home care workers and home attendants to be paid at least minimum wage for every hour worked, and be it further

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) endorse support the Justice for Home Care Workers Campaign organized by the National Mobilization Against Sweatshops and Chinese Staff & Workers’ Association. 

Mr. Speaker, the Committee recommends that Resolution 19-31 be Adopted as Amended. 

Dr. Neghassi proposed an amendment to the third RESOLVED clause to read:

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) endorse support by signing the petition for the Justice for Home Care Workers Campaign organized by the National Mobilization Against Sweatshops and Chinese Staff & Workers’ Association. 

Dr. Brilliant read the petition for the Justice for Home Care Workers Campaign. The petition is directed to NY Governor Andrew Cuomo.

The amendment was approved. 

The amended resolution reads:

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) support advocate for legislation that bans 24-hour home care worker shifts and replace them with 12-hour shifts covered by different workers, and be it further

RESOLVED that New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) support advocate for legislation that allows home care workers and home attendants to be paid at least minimum wage for every hour worked, and be it further

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) endorse support by signing the petition the Justice for Home Care Workers Campaign organized by the National Mobilization Against Sweatshops and Chinese Staff & Workers’ Association. 

Dr. Matuszak moved that the question be split.

The first RESOLVED clause was adopted.

The second RESOLVED clause was adopted.

Dr. Neghassi moved to delete “by signing the petition” from the third RESOLVED clause.

The third RESOLVED clause was approved without the words “by signing the petition”.

The final amended resolution reads:

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) support advocate for legislation that bans 24-hour home care worker shifts and replace them with 12-hour shifts covered by different workers, and be it further

RESOLVED that New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) support advocate for legislation that allows home care workers and home attendants to be paid at least minimum wage for every hour worked, and be it further

RESOLVED that the New York State Academy of Family Physicians (NYSAFP) endorse support the Justice for Home Care Workers Campaign organized by the National Mobilization Against Sweatshops and Chinese Staff & Workers’ Association. 

Amended Resolution 19-31 was adopted.
